Calculating the scores for each factor and the total score

Factors

Items for Plagiarism Approval (A) = 3+4+5+9+12.

Items for Plagiarism Disapproval (D) = 2+6+11+14+15.

Items for Subjective Norms toward Plagiarism (SN) = 1+7*+8+10+13.

*Item 7 must be recoded before summarizing.

Total score

Calculate each factor summarizing the items’ scores as previously shown.
Use this formula to obtain the total score: 
A + SN + (30 – D) = TOTAL SCORE 
Total score ranges from 15 to 75, a higher score indicate a higher propensity to plagiarism.
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
